Bayon Temple, unique for its 54 towers decorated with over 200 smiling faces of
Avolokitesvara, the Baphoun, the Phimeanakas, the Royal Enclosure, the
Elephants Terrace and the Terrace of the Leper King. Enjoy sunset on Phnom
Bakheng. Buffet dinner with traditional Apsara dance show. Back to hotel

DAY 05: SIEM REAP - DEPARTURE (B)
Hotel Breakfast — Transfer to Siem Reap International airport for your departure
flight back home
