ITINERARY

Day 0:
Depart Manila/ Cebu onboard prestigious airline.

Day 01:
Arrival at Cairo Airport. After airport inspections, proceed for visit to St. George Coptic Church, visit to St.
Sergius Church and Citadel. Dinner and Overnight in Cairo.

Day 02:

Breakfast at the hotel. Visit Egyptian Museum, where you can see the finest displays of Artifacts, Relics, Statues
and Jewelers from all of the Pharaohs Reigns, the Pyramids of Giza and Sphinx. Visit St. Simon Monastery. In the
evening, will have Dinner cruise at Nile River with Belly Dancing Show before returning to the hotel.

Stop at the Wailing Wall. Drive to Ein Kerem for St. John the Baptist Church and Church of Visitation where the
Blessed Virgin Mary visited Elizabeth. Proceed to Bethlehem. Visit the Basilica and Grotto of the Nativity and
the Manger Square. Lazarus Tomb and Shepherd’s Field. Dinner and overnight in Jerusalem. Stop at the Wailing
Wall. Drive to Ein Kerem for St. John the Baptist Church and Church of Visitation where the Blessed Virgin Mary
visited Elizabeth. Proceed to Bethlehem. Visit the Basilica and Grotto of the Nativity and the Manger Square.
Lazarus Tomb and Shepherd’s Field. Dinner and overnight in Jerusalem.

Day 08:

Breakfast at the hotel. Travel to Haifa, pass by Caesarea, which was built by Mt. Herod the great to catch the
sight of the Aqueducts, visit the Basilica of Mt. Carmel. This is where St. Paul was imprisoned. Continue to
Nazareth, the city of Jesus’ childhood and youth. Visit the Church of Annunciation, where we can find the
original cave where angel Gabriel announced to Mary that she would bear a child by the Holy Spirit. Also visit
Joseph’s workshop where Jesus spent most of his childhood days. Drive on to the village of Cana, where Jesus
performed the miracle of changing water into wine at the wedding ceremony. Continue to the western shore of
the sea to Tiberias. Dinner and overnight in Tiberias.

Day 09:

After breakfast, start the tour with boat ride on the Sea of Galilee and then drive to Capernaum, the town
where Jesus made his home after leaving Nazareth. View the remains of the ancient Synagogue in which He
taught, and on to Tabgha, where the miracle of the multiplication of the loaves and fishes took place. Drive to
Mount of Beatitudes; this is the site of the Sermon on the Mount and St. Peter’s Primary Church. See the
remains of St. Peter’s House then to Mt. Tabor to see the Basilica of Transfiguration. Visit Yardenit (Jordan
River) where St, John the Baptist baptized

Jesus Christ. Dinner and overnight at hotel in Galilee.

Day 10:

Breakfast at hotel and checkout. Transfer to Sheikh Hussein border for crossing to Jordan. After the inspections,
meet tour staff. You'll continue to Mt. Nebo, where Moses viewed the Promised Land before he died. Then
proceed to Madaba to visit the monastery of St. George, which hosts the unique mosaic Map of The Holy Land.
